Sahib.One day as ['was sitting in Pak Hotel Chakwal, suddenly the same
strange prick retumed to my heart.

It was
such a strange sort of peaceful atmosphere that | did not feel like leaving
that place and instead of returning home | decided to stay there.

After the Maghrab prayer Hazrat Sahib started conducting Zikar.'|
had a very strange feelings of delight, pleasure and rapture. Later on during
Maragbat when the words of “mave to Magamai Ahdiat,Magamai Maiyat,
Magamai Agrabiyyat, Fana Fillah, Baqa Billah, Salak-Al Majzoobi,
Manazalay Bala, visit of Kaaba, The sacred tomb, Darbar-i-Aqdas” started
sounding with intervals, it was felt thatthis caravan of Salkeen had set forits
journey of the world above and |, the unfortunate, the unlucky, was sitling
behind like a wingless hird.



Thereafterthe Isha prayer was offered and then everybody including
those who were in habit of sleeping on comfariable mattresses, lay down
for sleep on simple hard beds.

Little later than midnight, somebody said: “brother please get up”. |
came to know that this was the time for Tahajjad prayer which is one of the
essentials over here. When Hazrat Sahib started conducting Zikar, ali those
unpleasant feelings hovered due to rising at odd time were prevailed upon
by the very pleasant feelings. After Zikar, Fajar prayer was offered.

Then | went to School from the mosque - there | saw a stall of books
- | picked up Hazrat Sahib’s master piece, hook on Tasawuf and Salook
named as “Delail-us-Salook”, and once started reading, | got so much
involved in it that [ finished this book of 300 pages from beginning {o end in
one go. After having studied this book, | felt a quack in my own heart and
mind which removed the clouds of Faithlessness and the heart was filled
with the unlimited powers of pleasure, Faith and belief and it was felt as this
was the void which was not being filled up by the worldly gains and colourful
gatherings.

I am
thankful to God that He has made this moon (Hazrat Sahib) rise in my life
time and t am not oppressed from his beneficence. | have spent my pastin
lass but the time spent here in these meetings is the best one. Because the
secrets of life have opened up for me).

Next day during Zikar some very beautifully embroided plates started
passing by my sight like the cinema slide. It was such a beautiful piece of
embroidery and mixing of colours which was even thousand times more
beautiful than the embroidery of Mosque Wazir Khan Lahore. After Zikar,
one of the fellows asked: “Kamal Sahib; do you see some lights?"” | said;
“Today 1 have seen some beautifu! embroideries™. He said, “let us go to
another friend. He is blessed with manifestation. He will tell you about the
state of yourLataif”. We wentto him. He looked at my chest and said, “three
of your Lataif have been enlightened and other two are little dim - By
tomorrow Inshallah these will also be OK™.

| was struck with amazement and asked; " How do you know™. He
smiled and said, “ The embroidery which you saw contained white, Green,
Red and Golden colours - When you will see blue and black colours, then
you should understand that with the grace of God all your Lataif have been
enlightened”, | said, “Sosoon”, He answered, “Yes, Hazrat Sahib can make
any body cover the spiritual journey of years within days”. S¢ the same
happened. Next day the black and blue coluors were also added in those
embroideries,

The state was such that in the morning { would think of going back in
the evening after passing the day here and, in the evening | would greed for
passing the night over here and going back in the.moming. | had come to
spend just one hour and four days had passed, still - | had not wanted to
leave this place - At last | returned home with a heavy heart. In fifteen years
this was the first occasion when ! returned home without meeting any poet
friend of mine.

After Maghrab prayer | practiced Zikar, took food, affered my
Isha prayer and lied down on the bed. | prayed, “Oh Allah there | used
to be blessed with Tahajjad prayer, who will wake me up aver here".
! was having a'sound sieep, suddenly 1 felt a jolt, | just woke up. This

jolt had a pleasing affect. Once | sgw the watch, it was indicating the
same Tahajjad time of Manara. | thanked God on this. Performed
ablution, prayed Nawaful, practiced Zikar, Offered my Fajarprayer and
took my breakfast. As my beared had grown quite long during the last
few days, | sat for shaving it off. [ soaped my face and took safety razor
in my hand. Then Suddenly an idea came to my mind that | had been
adopting different fashions and wearing various dressess for pleasing
myseif. Since | have adopted the way of Allah now with full faith and
belief, | must change my appearance to make it resemble with the
Prophet (peace be upon Him) (-t d= ] Lo ). With this idea
my hand stopped, the safety razor changed the course and decorated
my face with the lines of keeping beard.

After entering into the Zikar group, the feelings of inviting others
for Zikar took birth with such an intensity that | wanted to call all thirsty
to comne and quench themselves out of this roaring ocean. Seeing this
habit of inviting peopie for Zikar my friends woufd remark, ' If Kamal
Sahib does not find a person, he will start offering Zikar invitation to
the stones”.

Thus the blessings of God again blossomed on me and Hazrat
Sahib presented me on 25 July 1976 in the services/feet of the Prophet
( ples Iy Le T Le ) for spiritual oath of allegiance. | was waiting
for this sacred occassian for the last one year very earnestly. My hand
in the hands of the prophet  ( pl=sJls=te U Loy - ) myself and such
a high place - My God, unimaginable - | was weeping bitterly. It was a
very strange and tender feeling - In spite of all my efforts { cannot
explain it in words.

The favour, bounties/beneficence of Hazrat Sahib was having its own
different sort of dignity, spiendour, and effect that all those with the
thirst of seeking spiritual knowledge, would come together and quench
themselves from the ocean.

The basic stone of character building is the firm faith on God - Yes the God;
Who was a hidden treasure, He desired to be known and as a result of this
desire this universe came into being. He inhibited this Earth bali with
different kinds of species which form a small part of this unlimited universe,
The man has been given the status of the best creature and all other
creatures have been placed under his command for his services. The
purpose of man's creation was fixed to worship God.

This spiritual part
of our religion has always been void with the scholars. Even Imam Ghazali
*(RH), Hazrat Imam Razi ( RH ) and Hazrat Moulana Roomi, who were great
scholars of the overt knowledge, were forced to go to spiritual leaders like
Hazrat Bu Ali Far Madi, Hazrat Najam-ud-Din Kubra and Hazrat Shamas for
getting spiritual education. Because this is the great treasure which is not
available in the books but is found hidden in the treasures of the hearts of
the saints of Allah and this, instead of words and writings, is extracted from
saint's heart through revelation and reflection and because of this spiritual
attention, the Salik's soul flies towards distant spiritual destinations. Where
the stars are left far behind like the dust of thé path. This is that spiritual
heritage of the Prophet( plsJls_L=Ul Lo ) which, in every period of time
was donated to the friends of Allah (Saints) and will keep on transferring
from the men of one period to the others till dooms day. Some out of these
saints are blessed with spirituat ranks. With the Bounty of presence of whom
the overt and covert mercies of God are distributed among the inhabitants
of the world. The detail of these ranks is as under:-

Allah, on certain places in Holy Quran, has addressed His Prophets
and Messengers with the name of Abd and on other places He (ALLAH) has
addressed them as Siddique. According to the following verses form

All these verses point towards same ranks of Sufism that is Siddique
and ABD.

In Bukhari Sharif, Hazrat Anes *( RZ } narrates that one day the
Prophet( ‘J_ 35 te Ul Lo ) climbed the mountain Uhad and Abu Bakar
(RZ), Umar (RZ), and Usman (RZ ), were with him. The mountain started
moving. On this, he (L, H, sl L. ) pointed towards it with his foot
and said "Ch; Uhad! stop. On you are, one praphet, One Siddique and two
Shaheeds”.

Which means that the ranks of the Prophet, Siddique and ABD are
so much closely related that the place where the boundaries of Siddigue and
Abdiat terminate, the boundary of Prophethood starts.

Sheikh Ahmed Sirhandi in letter 30 of ~Daftar_j_Awal indicates
about the rank of Abd in this way, “Therefore, the extreme limit of ranks of
Walayat (Sufism) is Abdiyat. In the ranks of Sufism there is no place after
the place of Abdiyat".

Hazrat Shah Wali Ullah explains the rank of Siddigue on page 12 of
his book “AZALAH_UL_KHAFA" inthese words, "Siddique means very true
person and it is a special rank in the Shariat whose boundaries are joined
with the boundaries of Prophethood”. The same Hazrat has narrated one
dream of his father, Hazrat Shah Abdul Rahim, on page 27 of his book
“Anfaas_UI_Arfeen" in these words, "So, the Prophet ( ¢lesthod= 0 L )
took my sou! in his soul and passed me through Mugam-i-Siddique which
is the last limit of (Walayat) Sufism”,

About Qayyum, Hazrat Imam Rabbani said, “The Sufi who is
appainted at the post of Qayyum, has the powers of a Minister, because the
important matters of the creature are related to him. Although the awards
are definitely from the King but they are distributed through Minister”.

Although the pasts of Abd, Siddique and Qutab_i_Wahdat were
onty meant for the period of Sahaba and of *Khair_Ul_Qaroon. How-
everin the period thereafter, some people were also awarded some of
these posts under some special circumstances. Whenever Islam faced
any danger and it was felt that the prevailing darkness could not be
overcome by the power of a Ghaus, then some Sufi was appointed at
the higher post extraordinarily, so that he, with the power of his spiritual
attention, could convert the Un_lslamic darkness into the brightness
(Light) of Istam. For example Hazrat mam Ghazali(RH } was siddique,
Hazrat Shaikh Abdul Qadir Jilani was Abd, and Hazrat Mujaddad Alf
Sani was Qutab_i_Wahdat. Remember that the prophet, Sahaba and
the saints blessed with equal posts/ranks and destinations also have
considerabie diversity in their grading, dignity and respect. The ranks
of Ghaus and below are present in every age. Butthe higher ranks are
awarded under special circumstances. Ghaus is the president of
Spiritual Government of the world and all the four Agtab have status
of ministers. Out of these four, Qutab_ul_Aqgtab acts as a secretary.
According to seniority their status is as under:-

a. Qutab_ul_Aqtab
b. Qutab lrshad
c. Qutab Madar
d. Qutab Abdal

Qutab Madar; He is appointed for maintaining the existence of the

worid.

Qutab Abdal: His presence is related to the matters pertaining to
“Baga” {existence), is the source of gaining benefi
cence. Therefore the acquisition of matters pertaining
to birth, subsistence, miseries, health and comfort are
special to the beneficence of Qutab Abdal.

4 The best immediate period following after Sahaba
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Qutab Irshad: Faith, guidance, pardon and the ability of matters of
goodness is the result of beneficence of Qutab Irshad.

Then come the Abdal, Autad Nujaba,Nagba, Akhyar and Abrar. They
all are approximately equal in their status, inspite of having different
branches. If the world is divided into forty equal countries, the Chief of each
country will be Abdal. Thzn down to village level, the system of saints is
spread. God with His wisdom has appointed Hazrat Khizar and Hazrat llyas,
as helpers to the Qutab Madar and Qutab Abdal of the time in setteling
Takweeni Amoor. As the Autad and Abdal work under the command of their
Aqtab, simitarly they also perform the *Takweeni Amoor under the com-
mand of above mentioned two dignitaries. These two personalities have the
status of the Chief of the Qatandri branch of Sufism. Apart from this, there
is a post of Registrar as well. Hazrat Ali is the Chief of the vast secretariat
of the Holy Prophet( plu s JlsLs M L) and Hazrat Abdut Qadir Jitani is an
essential link between this secretariat and the saints (Sufis) of the age. But
sometimes, under certain unusual circumstarices, some appointment holder
is directly attached with the centra! secretariat in order to reduce the
procedural work. Such a person is called as Registrar. These appointment
holders, with respect to their appointments have hundred times more
spiritual power with respect to each other. Qutab_ul_Aqtab’s hundred times
attention is equal to just one time attention of the Ghous. Accordingly the
ABD's power of spiritual attention will be **100 SUNKH time more than the
power of Qutab Abdal. This is the reason that the Sufis having the rank
higher than the Ghous, due to their immense power are capable of getting
the spiritual journey of years covered in days and can also make someone
cover Manazali Salook in absentia.

The jurisdiction of spiritual education starts from the heart of the
human being. Therefore the prophet’s saying is:-

“There is a piece of meét in the human body. If that is corrected,
then whole body is corrected; if that is spoiled, then the whole body is
spoiled. LISTEN; that is HEART".

Hazrat imam Ghazali, while writing about Heart on page 81 of his
book “Kimya_i_Saadat” says, “In fact if somebody conciously puts in a
diligent practice and stops his heart from getting involved in anger, sex and
had manners and sits in a lonely/private place away from the World, closes

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his eyes and postpones his senses, and relates his heart with the world
above, and continuously says "ALLAH", "ALLAR" from the core of his hearl
instead of tongue; till that he becomes unaware of his own self, and forgets
about all other things except God. Then even if he is awake, the windows
of heart will open at him and whatscever people see in the dream, he can
see with the open eyes. He will start seeing noble spirits and Angels in
beautiful shapes. Such a person can aiso see the Prophets, can benefit from
them and is blessed with their help. The Angels uncover every part of eaith
and sky on him. The one upon whom these secrets are unfolded, is seen
performing certain uphill tasks which are difficult o be appreciated.”
Moreover the same respected writer in his other book "AL_MUNQAZ
MIN_AL_FALAL" writes: "Son,; lean the art of shining your heart. But
remember, there are many a people who claim of it but there are very rare
who realy know of it". Negligence and Sins harden/darken the heart and for
converting it into perfect (enlighted) heart, the best prescription according
to the Prophet ( plesJlsl= W 1o ) isthe Zikar of Allah. Sothe saying

of the Prophet { wly My le )l Lo )is -
“Everything has a polish and the polish of heart is Zikar of Allah”,

The Prophet { pesdls-oe Ul Lo ) said: *1 like to sit with thase
who perform the Zikar of Allah from the time after the morning prayertill the
sunrise. | like this sitting even more than releasing four slaves fromthe race
of Hazrat Ismaeel and i would sit with those who perform Zikar of Allah from
ASAR till dusk and | like it even maore than releasing four slaves”

Praise be to Allah; what a great glory to those who perform Zikar of
Allah that the beioved of Allah likes to sit with them and then this respect is
not only being given by the Prophet ( syl Uil Lo ) but the Guardian
of the whole world i.e Allah himself says to the Prophet(plssHsle Ui 13-

Translation:- ‘

“Oh Prophet (¢ sJ!y-Le L! Ls) hold yourself with those who call for
their God in the morning and evening”. (Al-Quran Surah AL-KAHF Verse.
28)

According to one of the saying of the Prophet( rL..,.Jl,fls.Ul\_,J..). in
which the prophet while advising Hazral Abu_Zar Ghaffari said, "Make
recital of Quran must and perform Zikar of Allah, because with this you will
be remembered on the skies and on the Earth there will be light foryou".
There is a “Wao Atifa” (and) between word “recital of Quran" and “Zikar of
Aliah." which explains the difference between two. Some people due fc lack
of knowledge want the proof of performing Zikar of the name of Allah.
According io them the condition of Zikar is fulfilled by different sorts of
recitals and counts and they considerthe Zikar of the personal name of Allah
as non_essential for them, | requested that the name of God (Allah) is the
spirit of the whole universe. According to the saying of the Prophet
( psdlyke Ui Lo ) "The Dooms day will not take place until even a single
persan amongst inhabitants of the earth recites ALLAH _ALLAH". This
saying is a solid proof of all what has been said in the above lines. Moreover
the prayer staris with ALLAH_O_AKBAR and ends at ASLAMO_ALAIKUM,
WA_REHMAT_U_ALLAH. That it staris with “"ALLAH" and ends on ALLAH,
Moreover, God says:-

to what is the name of the Guardian of universe, “ALLAH" is the name of
the Guardian_ So, inthis holy verse, Zikar ofthe personal name of _ ALLAH
_ has been ordered.

Translation:-“VWhen purely the name of ALLAH is taken the hearts, of those
who do not believe in the dooms day, stop™.

So this verse is a sort of sign of threat for those who oppose Zikar of
ALLAH. According to one *Hadis “If a person’s lap is full of money and he
is distributing, and on other hand if another person is performing the Zikar
of Allah: Then the persaon performing Zikar of ALLAH will be better than the
first one (Who is distributing money). Moreover the Prophet¢lsfly_l= 11 L3
explained the importance of Zikar in these words:- “The man who performs
Zikar of ALLAH and the man who does not perform Zikar of ALLAH, they
are like “ALIVE” and "DEAD". On another occasion he (rl..,Jl,_:Ls_UIUL.)
sajd: "“When you pass by the pastures of paradise, you must eat {o your fill".
The Sahab asked; “what are these pastures of paradise”. He( pleyJls el L)
said: “The Groups of Zikar”. According to one of the sayings of the Prophet
(plesdlsLe I Lo), “Today ali those present on this Dooms day will corme
to know as to who deserves the respect and honour”. Then the prophet
(H—-,J',_J.:.Uf‘_,l_a)was asked “Oh messenger of ALLAH: who deserves this
respect and honour”. He said, "Those who hold meetings for Zikar in the
musques (Zakreen)'. Another saying of the prophet relates:-

* Saying of the Prophet
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“You perform Zikar of ALLAH so vigorously that people start
calling you as a mad".

So the purpose of worship is that the human heart should never
be void of Zikar of ALLAH, and in order to fix the memory of God in the
heart permanantly, the sufis wiil adopt the way to strike heart and certain
other places on the chest, called Lataif, with strokes of personal name of
ALLAH and would pay spiritual attention on the heart and other places of
*SALKEEN. The proof of this spiritual attention is seconded by this
Hadis:-

“And then the Prophet ( plvstsds Ui Lo ) placed his hand
on the forehead of Abu_Makhdoora. Then he moved his hand on
his face, then on his chest and then the hand reached 10 his navel. Then
the Prophet ( plwsdlsle Ul [ ) prayed:,“May Allah bless him with
the Bounty™.

The example of attention and Tassaruf is considerable when the
Prophet ( plus st Ul Js) was in the cave Hira, and Hazrat Jabrael, the
Angel came and said thrice “Read ™. Fortwo times the Prophet replied, "
am not a reader”. But 3rd time when Hazrat Jabrael left him  after
embrassing him with his chest, then the Prophet ( ploss-ie 48 1) started
reading. While explaining this Hadis of Bukhari, Abdullah Abi Bin Hamza,
A perfect Saint, writes in “BAHIJAT_UN_NAFOOQOS™; “This Hadis proved
that body of the one who was pressing touched with his body who was being
pressed _ Which is one of the methods oftransferring beneficence. So with
the touch of the body an enlightened power is produced innerly and with
this powerthe other person becomes capable of bearing that load. So when
Hazrat Jabrael's body touched the Prophet's(  phesttste i Lo ) body, it
produced that enlightened condition which has just been explained. Moreo-
verthe Angel's voice was heard, which was not heard before. The heritage
holder, the followers of sunnah, the Scholars and the suifis have adopted the
samemethod”. :

Moreover, the incident of Hazrat Obei Bin Kaab in his own words is
written in MISHKAAT SHARIF:-

> The students of Sufism
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“Obei Bin Kaah says that once the refusal of Islam took birth in my
heart even more than the period of my ignorance. When the Prophet
(e sy ke 1 Lo ) saw me, he moved his hand on my chest and | started
sweating badly. It seemed asif Iwas seeing my God”. *Sahib_i_Marqat says
that with the bounty of noble hand of the Prophet { slastly_Le it L) the
ignorance was removed and immediately the status of presence and
observance was awarded”.

This yields that the “Altention” removes ignorance and brightens the
light of faith. Moreover it is proved from the incident of Hazrat Obei Bin Kaab
that the attention can also become root cause of INKISHAF. (tis further
added that the benefit (bounty) which one can get by somae litlle altention
of a Kaamil (perfect) man is not achieved even after the practice and
diligence of years and the steps of ***Salook cannot be covered without the
attention of an able Saint because Tasawuf and Salook is a process of
reflection and revelation.

The human life is the product of combination of soul and the body. As
the material part of body's face has different parts like nose, eyes, ears,
tongue and touching force for different senses, similarly the senses of soul
are called Lataif, which are named as Qalbi, Roohi, Sirry, Khafiand AKHFA.
Their place is in the chest _just take it as ifthere are five mirrorsin the chest
which, because of our sins and negligence, become rusty. The only
medicine for enlightening these Lataifis Zikar of ALLAH {for further detail of
Lataif please see page 104). [tis worth noting that Lataif in the spirit have the
similar vaiue as the five senses have in the body. If someone’s physical
senses are postponed, he is just like a living piece of meat and his life
becomes miserable. Similarly if the Lataif of someone’s spirit (soul) are
darkened, his spiri{ becomes useless. Since in the grave and in the life
hereafter there will be spirtual life hence the man’s life hereafter will
become miserable.

The result of neglecting such an important revolutionary and highty
effective worship is, thal today we are deprived of the grief and harness of
Roomi and fret and fame of Razi. We offerthe prayer but do not refrain from
hording and malice. We perform the Haijj but do not avoid from indulging in
btack marketing. We do keep fast but do not have the feelings forthe hunger
of the neighbourer. This shows lack of concern in having sincerity in our

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actions. Thus as long as the heart remains inhibited with the Zikar of Allah,
the ability tc perform good azts persists. It is because of the will of God that
life becomes the Cradle of peace and happiness. But, as soon as the heart
falls prey to the negligence, the man becomes the slave of greed, the
worshiper of wishes/wealih,void of purity of character and becomes a
recurrent illmannered. And when some society is involved in suchlike evils
the peace and tranquility is diminished and comfort/pleasure is last. Law of
the Jungle is dominated. The cruel arm of the strong is stretched and the life
of the weaker becomes miserable.

ALLAH ALLAH is Personal name of the most Respected and
Glorious Guardian. By the Zikar of this name the dirt from the heart is
reroved and the shineis produced and when this mirror is fully polished, the
refulgences of God always fall in it and the idols of personal wishes are
broken. Then the heart, instead of having darkness of pride, cruelly greed
and selfishness, is enlightened with the light of mercy, kindness, hurnan
respect, honesty, sacrifice, love, patience perseverance, *Raza and
*Tawakal. In short ***Nafas-i-Ammara is converted into **"*Nafas-i-
Mutmainna. The feelings of obeying the rules and refraining from the
don’ ts are produced and the ocean of heart is filled - with the emotional
waves of the love of God. The same waves of love when intensified take the
shape of amour. As aresult of which one is blessed with the perfect faith and
strong belief. Therefore, Allah’s order is,

“Those who believe, they Ilove Allah  intensely”
{Al-Quran Surah AL-BAQARAH Verse. 16%5)

“They love Him {(ALLAH) and He (ALLAH) loves them”
{Al-Quran Surah AL-MA'IDA Verse. 54)

The essential resull of this love is, that the man over comes his personal
desires and becomes happy with the will of God. Every saying and action
after being moulded on the lines of the Prophet (Hd,J!,gsﬂ!JJ) becomes
exactly according to the command of God. Hence, it is my personal
experience (observation) that with the revolutionary effect of Zikar, thou-
sands of the people, who were involved in the sins, were blessed with the
divine help for renouncing the sins, and their characters took a beautiful
turn. This is that purification of the inner side with which the betterment and
pleasure of this worldly life and of the life hereafter is attached.

«**  Satisfied/happy with the will of Aliah
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God Says: "No doubt, That man became successful who got
himself purified from bad manners, kept reciting the name of his
ALLAH and kept on offering the prayer”, (Al-Quran Surah AL-A’ALA
Verse. 14-15) which means that the purification of inner side and Zikar
of the personal name (of Allah) are inter dependent (both important}.
This is why, in all the branches of Salook, Zikar of the personal name
of ALLAH is considered as the base of the splendid palace of Tasawuf.

History is observant of the factthatin every period, wheneverthe
storms of materialism prevailed, the people’s hearts were enlightened
with the light of the lamps shining on the shrines of the saints and the
satanic palaces were destroyed with the strokes of Zikar of ALLAH,
These are the sacred people who keep on showermg the fragrance of
spiritualism to save the society from the attack of non-religious activi-
ties in every period. Because of the ALLAH's Zikar by these Sufis, the
sociely remained blessed with the covert bounties and good values.

The fact is, that ever since the hearts of the Muslim world have
refrained from the Islamic education, and have frozen the flames of
ALLAH, ALLAH fromtheir hearts and have become unaware of religion,since
then their faith has gone weaker and their belief has declined. They
have become wretched and disgraced in the nations of the world.
Because of being deprived of enthusiasm and powerful character and
because of being away from religious and moral values, the age of
mental worfies, uselessness, embarrassment and shallow thinking has
covered the Musiim World. The sataric forces are happy on our
heiplessness, and represent the example of those wretched people
who have even least repenting hearts over the loss. According to
Hazrat Igbal :- ' '

Buttoon Ko Meri La Deeni Mubarak Sl :Ud_,g‘fu:"-
Keh Hay Aaj Atash-i-Allah Hu Sard J/nﬁ'ug'—bré.»f

(The idois must be happy today because the flame of ALLAH HU has gone
cold today. The poet wanls 1o highlight the fact that the disbelivers of this
age are happy on the present state of majority of muslims as they gradually,
by adopting the un-islamic traditiens, are moving away from the Islamic
values.)
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The only way to save ourselves from this formidable situation and to
create an exemplary saciety, is to adopt Zikar of Allah individually and
collectively - Because, for reformation of society mere external reforms are
not sufficient unless the interior of society is reformed and revolutionized,
which is impossible without the Zikar of Allah's personal name (ALLAH)
The same prescription, will have to be used to make this earth as a cradie
of peace, which has always been suggested by the Sufis. Thus today if you
are fond of loving God, getting innerside’s purification, gaining peace of
mind, and are desirous of correcting society, then filt your heart with the
perpetual keynote of Zikar of ALLAH. Then see how much pleasure you will
gainin worshiping - How the actions are corrected - How the ALLAH's colour
dominates - How the society is reformed, and how this land forms the shape
of the lost paradise. According to igbal

Aman Shayed Milay ALLAH Hu Main I i e B L

(Oh my heart you should not stop the morning Zikar, may be you get
peace and shelter in saying ALLAH HU. In other words he wants to stress
need of Zikar and expresses that one should never look anywhere else for
peace as it is only available in Zikar of ALLAH).

Now let us see as to what is the importance of Zikar with the
merciful God. ALLAH says:

“So you perform my Zikar | will remember you, and keep on thanking me
and never become thankless”.
(Al-Quran Surah AL-BAQARA Verse. 132)

So when this sinful man performs Zikar of ALLAH on Earth, then in
the heavens above, the God of Universe remembers him - where | myself
and where such a respect - ALLAH, ALLAH (wonderful). This means that
Zikar of ALLAH is the expression of presenting thanks and its omission is
like the refusal of his blessings. Let us see some more blessings of God. He

So the existence of this world is only dependent upon the respected
name of ALLAH. When the dooms day will fall, then God, with his wisdom
and power will lift from the Earth even that last man who will be reciting his
name - Then the sun will grow blank - The stars will fall, the Earth and the
skies will be destroyed - The system of the universe will be spoiled-the
dooms day will occur. Why this should not happen - ALLAH is great and
Zikar of ALLAH is highly powerful,

The prayer, recital of Holly Quran and otherrecitals form part of Zikar
but in Tasawuf, Zikar means the Zikar of personal name (ALLAH) and it
encompasses the Zikar of

LA-I-LAHA ILLALLAH,
ALLAH HU and
ALLAH.

Many a methods of Zikar are presently in use - Zikar Jahes-i-
Matwassat - Zikar pass Anfass - Zikar Naqash, Zikar Khaffi Qatbi, and Zikar-
i-yaddasht. The perfect saints initially make their pupils perform Zikar-i-
Jehr-Matwassat and, then, gradually bring them on Zikar-i-Khaffi Qalbi -
According to the saying of the Prophet ( sesJ,L= U Lo } Zikar-i-Khaffi is
seventy times more supreme than the Zikar by tongue. The stage next to
it is of Zikar Yad-Dasht. Which means that the physical body may be busy
in worldly affairs but the heart is always towards his beloved.

Hazrat Shah Wali Ullah narrates about Zikar *Yad Dasht" in his book
"ALQAUAL_AL_JAMEEL"inthese words: “or it may be taken as, Yaddasht
(ALLAH) isthe name of that imagination and altention of sacred personality
(ALLAH) which is preduced without any words and thoughts and the saints
at the last ranks of sufism get this wealth”.

*  The one who performs Zikar
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Hazrat Mujadad in one of his letters exptains the Yaddasht in these
words: “The high relation/sensation has become so much rare that suppos-
edly even if we narrate about it with the people of this old saintly line, | am
afraid that they might refuse and might not believe. [ts acquisition requires
continuous effort and falls after covering the places of Salook".

Thank God: The Prophet {  pl=sJls-ledl Lo ) himself personally
awarded the Fagir (writer) with special connection of Zikar Khaffi Qalbi and
Zikar Yaddasht and persuaded that | should make my pupils do this Zikar
instead of PASS_ANFAAS - as it will prove to be hundred times more
powerful, and in this age it is more suitable for the people of different sorts.

The spiritual relationship can best be understood by giving an
example of an electric connection - As the lac (hdndred thousand) of unils
of electricity produced in Mangla Dam are sent to different Grid Stations.
Subsequently, these are distributed amongst different streets, villages and
transformers according to the need. Suppose, if electric wiring is carried out
in a house and bulbsAubes are fixed in it, but the electric connection from
the transformer is not granted and the wires of this house are not connected,
then this house will remain deprived of electricity. Same is the case of
spiritual connection.

In case of beneficence, the sacred chest of the Prophet
(. plesdlsdetl La ) is the power house. Now any Salik who, by gradual
progress and after gaining spiritual access to enter sacred Darbar, is
blessed with the spiritual oath of allegiance on the hands of the Prophet
(plesdazle U Lo) _ and the Prophet ( plesdiyLsil Lo ) direclly or
through his Sufi (Murshid) orders him to carry out preeching - So then any
one who will take oath of allegiance on his hand will be blessed with the
spiritual connection. Now at dawn/dusk whenever he will perform Zikar, the
waves of beneficence traveling from the chest of the Prophet
( s dsede i ) through the chest of his Sufi (Murshid), will reach the
Lataif of the pupil and will give him spiritual beneficence, and will become
the cause of enlightenment for them. This spiritual beneficence will also
affect the individual's appearance and gradually, according to his ability, by
gaining beneficence, will keep on achieving spiritual promotions.
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The enlightenment of Lataif forms part of Tasawuf. The purpose of
which is to purify one’sinner self. *Nafas_i_Ammara is firstly convertedinto
**Lawwama and then into *“*Mutmainna.

So with the reward of Zikar the innerside becomes clean and the
illmanners are converted into good rnoral values. After this,the Maraqgbat of
the Manazal_i_Salook start- (Salook means the journey of the spirit). The
human life is a composition of body and the spirit, that is, the physical and
the spiritual worlds have been integrated in the human being - - - Heart and
the Selif are included in the physical world, that consists of four elements.
Soil, Water, Fire and Air and in spirituat world, QALB, ROOHI,SIRRY ,KHAFFI
and AKHFA are included. These are termed as Lataif in Tasawuf. These
originate from Aalam - i - Amar (spiritual world) and the same is their
homeland.

If the luck favours and some perfect Saint is traced, he after
enlightening the Lataif, will make the spirit of Salik fly from **Alam_i_Nasoot,
to Atam_i_Malkoot {Seven Skies}, from there to Alam-i-Jabroot (nine
Empyrean) and then from there to Alam-i-Amar ***(La-Makan). The Salik
who reaches AIam-j,-An‘iér through his spiritual journey, that means he
reached his homeland. Now the actual journey is ahead and its {raversion
is only possible with the special bounties and mercies of God - The stage
of Maragbat comes after Lataif.

The meaning of the word "Maraqba” is, to wait, guard or to protect.
But in Sufism, it is to think and imagine about meanings of some verse of
Holy Quran or Hadis Sharif so much deeply that a state of absorption and
engrossment is attained and no otheridea comesinthe heart. In this regard,

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Hazrat Shah Wali Ullah writes on page 60 of Qoul-ul-Jamil” in this way:-
“And the real proof and validity of such ideas is from the Hadis of *Saheeh
Muslim which is related to Hazrat Ali; in that the Prophet (Lssdh-oL=. 11 L)
said to me (Hazrat Ali) “Oh Ali, Say; God, bless me with your guidance and
move me on the right path; from guidance imagine your movement on the
path and from **"Rasty imagine - straight forwardness”. The Prophet
{ Lo sts U L= ) told Hazrat Ali, the way with which man gets access
gradually fram the feelings to the desired conditions. This is why the Sufis
of Treeqat have continued with the ritual of imaginations and Maraqgbat.
Fagir Kamal's expianation is that, in fact, during Maragba, the Saiik’s spirit,
according to the spiritual attention of the Saint, while strolling, passes by the
seven skies and reaches Sidra-Tul-Muntaha - There is a very vast jujube
tree, every leaf of which has a chair with an Angel sitting on it, and on the
top of the highest branch, Hazrat Jabraeel is seated. In other words, Sidra-
Tul-Muntaha is the secretariat of the Angles. All the orders from ***Loh-i-
Mahfooz descend over here and then the Angels on duty bring them to the
sacred court of the Prophet(pLsJ! ksl L) Therefrom, these are issued
to the on-duty concealed people, (Sufis). That is how these worldly affairs
are at work according to the wishes of God. :

Well above Sidra-Tul-Muntaha, at a height, there is a place called
Ahdiyat which is a white marble mosque - Ahead of it is a place called
Mayeat which is green emerald mosque - and even ahead of it is a place
called Agrabiyat which is a red ruby mosque. When the spirit gets stronger,
with the Saints attention, then just by thinking of a place the spirit reaches
there in a moment. According to Hazrat Jami :-

destroyed and the Salik himself has also expired. The darkness has
prevailed - The demand and effect of this Maragba is that all the require-
ments of the self are finished and heart becomes free of seif desires. In other
part, by thinking, one should feel that, whatsoever is there in the universe,
that is the beneficence of light and refulgence of sacred ALLAH and it
necassitates that all the actions should be according to the will of Ged. In
other words the liking of Salik becomes subjected to Allah's liking.

Maragba-i-Rooyeat In this Maragba, one should be so much deeply
involved in the meaning of the following piece of Hadis and the Holy verse
that the Allah's view becomes a permanent feature and the sight of ALLAH
is granted. While blessing the faqir with this Maragba, the Prophet
(phestsde 1 (Lo} said “during this-Maragba, with your attention, the spirit
of your pupil will suddenly reach in first Daira-i-Taqarrab of Alam-i-Amar by
crossing all the steps of the great empyrean.”

In this Maragba the spirit takes its flight to the
highest posts of Alam-i-Amar. As the spirit is powered with the betterment
of action, accordingly it moves forward and continuously keeps on traveling.
The destinition of the flight corresponds to the strength of the spirit. (The
spirit gains strength with the betterment of the actions. So as the actions of
an individual are refined, concurrently his spirit becomes more and more
powerful, thus becomes capable of covering even the higher steps and this
journey continues for ever.) This Maraqba was donated to the Fagir by the

Prophet { plestisle Ul Jo ).

After FANA FILLAH (Lost in Allah) and BAQA BILLAH (Present
with the God) and covering the long distance of Salik-Al-Majzoabi, the
access to mosque Noor is achieved. The Mercy River is flowing near
to it. So After crossingit, the Salik has been able to cover 1/3rd distance
of the empyrean. Remember! aithough the great Empyrean is one but
it consists of nine steps. After 1st Empyrean there is a space and then
second empyrean starts. Every empyrean is much more vast than the
previous one. At last, after ¢rossing nine empyreans, reaches the first
circle of Magam-i-Tagarrub, of Alam-i-Amar. From the Holy Kaaba,{(On
ground) up to the end of ninth empyrean, is the kingdom of the Sufis.
Ahead of it, the unlimited area of the domain of the prophets staris. The
entry of anybody other than prophet can be made possible only by
means of blessing of his own prophet and by following the foot steps
of the Prophet. Hereafler, come many a halting places where the gates
have been made. The detail of which is as under:-

Abwab-i-Taqarub (The doors of nearness), Tawakkal (depend-
ence on God}, SABAR (Patience), Tasleem (acceptance), KHULA,
Muhabbat(Love) Mohibbiyyat (Loveness), Mahboaobiyyat (being loved),
Hasab-i-Sarfa, Raza,Kamalat-i-Nabuwat (the wonders of prophet hood),
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Kamalat-i-Rasalal {The wonders of messenger ship), Kamalat-i-Ululazm
(Thewonders of high determination), Haqeeqat -i- Nabuwat, Hageeqat-
i-Rasaalat, Haqeeqat-i-Ululazamy, Hageeqat-i-Salaat (realness of the
prayer), Haqeeqgat-i-Kaaba (The realness of Kaaba), Haqgeeqat-i-
Quran (Thereainess of Quran), Daira-i- Qayyumiyat, Fardiyyat, Qutab-
i-Wahadat, Siddigiyyat, Abdiyyat, this islast destination of Sufism. The
steps of Salook hereafier are the steps of purely the prophet hood. The
entrance of anybody other than prephet in these steps is just like the
friends and servants of a king in his palace. SAHABI is taken as a friend
and the Sufi has the standing of a servant, but the Sufi who covers
these steps, has a special distinction amongst the Sufis. The detail of
the steps here-after is as under:-

DETAIL OF STEPS

Daira Quarb-i-Nabuwat (circle of nearness to prophet hood), Qurab-i-
Rasalat (Circle of nearness to messenger hood), Qurab-i-ul-ul-Azmi (near-
ness to high determination), Qurb-i-Muhammadi (Circle of nearness to
Muhammad ( plos I, teat 1. ) Wasal-i-Muhammad (Unionism with
Muhammad), Qurab-i-Ellahi (neamess to ALLAH), Wasal-i-Ellaahi (Union-
ism with ALLAH), Raza-i-Elahi (The will of ALLAH), Qurb-i-Rehmat (near-
ness to Mercy), Behr-i-Rahmat (ocean of Mercy), Khazana-i-Rahmat
(treasure of Mercy), Mamba-i-Rahmat (The source of Mercy), and then
Bab-i-Hajabat-i-Uluhiat (The Gales of veils of ALLAH} are apprecated.
While indicating the above mentioned steps in his book “Dalail-us-Slook”
my respected Saint Hazrat Mauiana Allah Yar Khan says “Even the age of
Nooh (950 years) will be insufficient to cover these Hijabat(steps). There
may be steps of Salook even after Hijabaat. But still these are unknown and
may ALLAH with his blessing let me cover lhese steps lying ahead. He is
merciful Almighty, nothing is beyond his excellence - There can be only
three ways to cover these steps:-

a. ifthe Prophet (  plsJls Ledlt Lo ) himself undertakes the
training of the Sufi, spirtually. '

b.  Or by followirg the foot steps of the ProphetplsJl-Lle U1 1
the beneficence is desired directly from ALLAH,

c. Or by getting training from the Messenger of Gad or from
the beneficence of ALLAH. Then by remaining in his train
ing, becomes perfect, and gets beneficence from His
(ALLAH), invisible attention.”
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At the time of death of Hazrat Jee ( RH ) this Fagir was flying in the
preliminary portion of Hajabat-i-Aluhyeat. Afier the death of Hazrat Jee
{RH ), the liaison (contact) with Hazrat Jee, my Baba Jee Hafiz Sheikh
Haji Ahmed (RH )}, Hazrat Sheikh Abdul Qadir Jilani and with Hazrat
Khawaja imam Hassan Basri, was established according to the Awasiline.
They all kept on blessing me with their attention for one month by spiritually
honoring my assembiy of Zikar at dawn and dusk. After blessing me with
spiritual power one day they made me stand in the center in such a away
that on my right were Hazrat Imarn Hassan Basri and Hazrat Sheikh Abdul
Qadir Jilani and on my left were Baba Jee, Haji Ahmed Helani and Hazrat
Jee and with their collective attention, | was made to relach Bab-i-maghfirat
(The door of forgiveness). Hazrat Imam Hassan and Hazrat Imam Hussain
made me cover some of the places ahead of it and { was made to traverse
some places even farther than this by Hazrat Siddique Akbar and Hazrat
Ali. Later on, the Prophet (pl=3J1,.L-10_L.) made me traverse certain more
sites with his personal attention. After covering Hajabat-i-Aluhiyat, one gets
access to Bab-i-Maghfirat (The doaor of forgiveness). This door has relative
relation with Aliah's beautiful name "GHAFOOR". From there, after cover-
ing ninely nine places, according tothe names of ALLAH, we reach ALLAH's
Home (BAITULLAH).

This distance, from Baba-i-Maghfirat (The gate of forgiveness) to
upper Baitullah (ALLAH's HOME) is thousand times more than the distance
between Bahi - Hijabat and Bab-Ul-Maghfirat. After covering the bounds
hereafter and seeing them, it seemed as if the access ta upper Baitullah
(ALLAH's HOME) was just a starling point. For covering the bounds ahead
of Baitullah {(Allah's Home) the Faqir was blessed with the Allah's excellence
and with the specific attention and company of the Prophet(pl-sJf, e 1 1)
- The indication of these bounds has been forbidden. It rmeans that the
spiritual traveler after certain bounds reaches upper Baitullah (ALLAH's
HOME) and therefrom returns to the Baitullah (ALLAH's Home) on ground.
Now review the sayings of HaZrat Majaddad in respect of this journey - The
respected Hazrat indicates about Magam-i-Raza in these words, “After
ninth empyrean, it is 10th step. The greatness of Sufi will be that he should
step forward with Kashaf and Karamat and should acquire Magami Raza,
which is the limit of the steps of Salook (spiritual joumney) and enthusiasm,
and its acquisition is very difficult - One out of thousand Sufis reaches at
this place.
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"Now imagination of the distance traversed from Magam-i-Raza to
Maqgami- Abdiyat to Babi Hijabat-i-Aluhiyat, to Bab-al-Maghfirat - to upper
Baitullah (Allah’s Home) and then back to Baitullah on ground cannot be
calculated. According to Hazrat Mujaddad “if one out of thousand Sufis can
achieve access to Maqam-i-Raza, then very few Saints will be able to gain
accesstothe places higherthan this”. The physical display of the Salik, who
acquired Magami-i-Raza, will be, that he will give up his personal liking or
disliking - Whether poor or rich, healthy or sick, sad or happy, will leave all
his conditions upon God. He will remain happy in every state - So the
feelings will be:-

will of his beloved and his priorities are merged into someone else's
priorities.)

Hazrat Haji Imdad-ul-Allah Mahajar Makki has indicated about
spiritual journey in his book "Zia-ul-Qaloob” in these words; “It should be
known that in the beginning of these refulgences, the lights appear on the
heart of Salik in different ways and Salik is converted into the statue of light
like these refulgences and walks in the world of light. Then Salik should
neither get pleasure out of it nor he should be busy in these, rather he should,
take it as a phenomenon of power of ALLAH and should be attentive towards
the creator. With the wili of God, the Salik will reach the heavens and will
examine wonderful things at the sky, and will gain beneficence from the
spirits of the prophets, and the Angels, and will see the Angels in different
shapes, and like them he will ascend on the sky and will see wonderful
things. The pupil should not make these abservation a source of enjoyment.
Then he will progress in love and desire - he, with the order of ALLAH and
with the attention of his sufi, will reach the empyrean and the CHAIR - and
will find the CHAIR enlightened wilh the light of empyrean and will find it
shining like the sun”.
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Hazrat Mujaddad Alaf Sani expresses the experience of his spiritual
journey like this; *Then another height was traversed at which the places
above the empyrean were seen. These included the ptaces of Great Sufis,
The leaders of Ahal-i-Bait, Khulfa Rashdeen, and the special place for the
Prophet (plesJs.Le 1 Lo); likewise the places of all the greatest prophets
and Angels appeared above the empyrean according to their status”.

In “ANFAS-UL-ARFEEN" Hazrat Shah Abdul Rahim Dehlvi's spir-
‘itual journey and spiritual allegiance is explained in these words; "During the
same absentia, |, while crossing different skies ane after another, reached
above them, | gained the presence in the court of the Prophet and he took
oath of allegiance from me and advised me for Nafi Asbaat.”

While traversing the bounds above, usually the Salik is taken up to
Magqam-i-Agrabiyat and then is returned to the Baitullah {(Allah’s Home} on
ground. This is called as Maragba of visit of Kaaba. This Maragba is for this
holy verse:

The occasion of Holly prophet's birthday is like Eid for the people
of purgatory. On this day, the respected ALLAH passes special orders
to decorate Earth, skies, Empyrean, all above places and the whole
universe. This decoratjon is worth seeing. But only few out of Ahl-i-
Kashaf (with the eyes of heart) can see these displays.

Some people object as to what is the proof of spiritual journey. To me
the incident of Miraj Sharif is a proof of it. The prophet( Jlu sty .ls I Lo )
ascended with his physical body, covered all the far flung bounds and met
Allah. itwas his great miracle; likewise some of the saints of the prophet’s
Umma because of the bounty of the dust of his shoes, get the honour of
having this journey - and this is a great Karamat - According to Hazrat Amir
Khusre.

meanings of this; "No doubt ALLAH created Adam on His own shape.”

Hazrat Shah Wali Ullah Dehlvi narrates one of the observations
(Kashaf of his father) in his book "Infas-ul-Arfeen”.. He said that once |
acquired complete mortality and unconsciousness, | sawthat Allah ordered
His Angles to search for some person, They searched but failed. They
looked for him in the paradise but in vain. So, Allah addressed that the one
who has been lost in me, cannot be found on earth, sky and paradise”.
Hazrat Sheikh Abdul Qadir Jilani expresses in 50th meeting of his book
ALFATAH-AL-RABBANI that; “Oh passenger destined for the dooms day,
you remain with your guide every time. Till that, he makes you reach a
halting place. Be his servant throughout the way. Treat him with respect and
dignity, don't go astray from his path because he will acquaint you and will
make you closer to God. Then after judging your nobility and trueness, will
deputize you, that is, he will make you head of the caravan and will make
you chief of all those in the caravan. So you must remain fast with it tifl he
brings you to your Prophet (pbesJls-ts Ul Lo) and hands you over to the
Prophet { plsJlsL= U1 L. ). Then the Prophet ( plesdls e il Lo ) will be
pleased with you. Then the prophet will appoint you as assistant on the
feelings and meanings of hearts. So, you will become ambassador betweert
Allah and His creation and you will be a servant and worker of .he Prophet
{ples s Le 0 L) Some times you will come ta the creature and sometimes
you will go to the Creator - This thing cannot be obtained by artificiality and
greed, instead, it can be acquired with something which is found in the
hearts and the physical actions testify it". Further he says; “There are two
types of Sufis. One is Sufi of the Shariat and the other is the Sufi of the
Tareeqat. Sufis of Shariat will take you to the door of the creature and the
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Sufi of Tarigat will guide you to the path of nearness to God"

in this regard Hazrat Sultan Bahoo writes in Shams-ul-Arfeen; “The
searcher of Allah may remain busy in a lot of recitals but his inner side (souf)
cannot gain access to Muhammad's ( ¢l Il s ke Lo )
Group until and unless guided by a guide. With the help of a perfect guide,
one can gain to Muhammad's ( plesJls-Lel Lo ) gathering in a moment
and he becomes realizer of God".

The time period required for traversing the distance from Latifa-i-
Qalbi to the point of having access in the sacred court of the Prophet
(¢l s M5 -Ls U L3 varies with the variation in the degree of eagerness and
capability of the pupils and on the degree of perfectness of the Sufi. This
time period varies from one day, seventeen days, forty days and may be up
to fourteen years. Thanks to God, some such capable people also came to
this Fagir Kamal, who, with the Grace of God and due to bounty ofthe shoes
of the Prophet { plosJly-Le U Lo ) were given special attention and were
flown in one go up to the Gates of Hajabat-i-Aluhiyat, Kaaba Shareef,
Sacred Tomb and were presented in the Sacred Court. They observed all
these places and were also blessed with the sight of the Prophet
( plesdlsde ! Lo ) and the Caliphs.

According to the above mentioned saying of the great Sufi of the
Sufis, out of two types of allegiances, the allegiance of Shariat implies that
you might take oath of allegiance on the hands of some Sufi after being
impressed from him in which you promised that you will pass your life
according to the way of the Prophet (i..L.,.Ji,_Ls_Ul‘_,L. }. The said sufi will
tell yousome recital and that is all. Usually on most of the places similartype
of allegiance is in vogue. The matter of Allegiance of Tareeqat and
Haqeeqgat is something very high where there are very few avallable to
guide people on this path. At the same time, there are very few people who
are willing to follow this path - In fact such well determined people are rare
who have the capability to look for some perfect man and have the ability
to pass through these difficult valleys - They just depend on same recitals
and are not aware that in this world there are the people who can take them
further high. ey 7

If in this way someone’s Latifa-i-Qalab is enlightened, he enters into
the groups of Sufis. But the Lataif are just like alphabets in Salook. The
desire should be that after covering the different steps, the access to the
sacred court of the  Prophet( pbyJi5_1e U1 1.} be attaind and the honour
of taking oath of allegiance on the Prophet's hand be gained. The sufi who
can himself go to that place, but does not have the power and permission
to take anybody else, he is not graded as a perfect amongst the sufis. inthis
regard Hazrat Sultan Bahoo writes on page 8 of "Ain-ul-Fagar”; "and
rememberthat the Fagirwho is Fana Fillah (lostin Ged ) isthe manwho has
the presence befare Him (God). To absorb someone in oneness of God, and
to take somebody in the gathering of the Prophet(pl=sJtlyLle U Lo} is not
difficult for him but itis very easy. ltis difficult {o gainthis skill only with Zikar,
thinking, nobility and Taqwa (piety). Because the perfect guide by holding
the hands of the desirous of Allah, makes him reach at the desired
destination. The one who does not have this capability can not be termed
as a perfect but a thief”.

Andin Mishkat, Hazrat Umar Bin Shoaib narrates; “The Piophet said,
the God likes that his bounties which have been showered on his men are
expressed. In AL_LAMA'AT (Shara-i-Mashkat) while explaining this, Hazrat
Sheikh Abdul Haqwrites; “This means thatit is not right to hide His blessings
- in other words, il is the thanklessness of His blessings - similarly the
blessing which God showered on His man like knowledge, greatness (overt
or cavert) must be expressed so that people become aware of that and gain
benefit out of it. The verse of the Holy Quran:

"What-so-ever we have given them, they spend aut of it"”,
(Al-Quran Surah AL- BAQARA Verse. 4}, is a proof of the same. So the
writer - Bagh Hussain Kamal-writes as an expression for the blessings that
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the special excelience and mercy of ALLAH and the special favour of the
Prophet { ples sl U Lo )} are showered on this Faqir.

in seconds and can make you reach at every bound. After makirig you visit
Kaaba, | will take you to the sacred tomb and then will put your hand in
the hands of the Prophet ( et A=l La), Whosoever will come,
will fill his pot. with the name of Allah, | shine the stonelike hearts).

While moving on the bounds of Qurab-i-Ellahi (nearest to God) one
has to pass through difficult stages like Shariat, Tareeqat, Haqeeqat and
Marfat. According to Hazrat Roomi, “Shariatis a candle that shows the path,
to set on the journey is Tareeqat and to reach the desired destination is
Hageeqat - or one can say that Shariat is like a chemical knowledge, imay
be gained by reading books or can be [eamt from some one;.and making
compound of substances and Copper, is Tareeqat, obtaining Gold fromthe
Copper is Haqeeqat; or the study of medical knowledge is Shariat, use of
prevention and medicine is Tareeqat and gaining the cure is Hageeqat. At
last, Shariat is knowledge, Tareeqat is action and Hageeqat is the effect
(result) - Thus, firstly is the Shariat i.e the awareness of religicus orders
because the teaching and preaching is to-be carried out under which a
person should adopt Istamic rufes apparently. Next stage is the selected
means and ways for inner matters: that is Zikar and Maragbat etc; this is
termed as Tareeqat. The subsequentis Haqeeqati.e sincerity and presence
of ahearti.e “Pray Allah in a way as if He is seeing”, is gained and the stage
even next o it is Marfat. For example, the awareness of the matters relating
to the prayer is Shariat. The saying of the prayer is Tareeqat, the feelings
of fear of God, humbility and the presence of hearl is Hageegat, and seeing
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Kaaba and Sahib-i-Kaaba is Marfat; and “That is the bounly of Ged, he may
award it to any one.” If some Allah Wala (man near to God)(Sufi) is found,
then all the stages can be covered.

There are three means available for a human being for gaining
knowledge; these are physical senses, suspicion and wisdom and light of
vision. The knowledge gained through the physical senses is based on
feelings and observation. The knowledge gained through wisdom and
suspicions, is like transferring knowledge from known to unknown and the
knowledge gained through stereo vision is a spiritual and is from the
concealed {unknown) place (God). The different shapes of this spiritual
knowledge are:-

Revelation (Wahi) with conversation and understanding.
Wisdom.

Fervor.

Marfat (Sufism).

Inspired knowledge.

Kashaf and Alham (Manifestation, divination and inspi
ration) and intuition.

In Tasawuf and Salook, except the revelation from Allah, all other
types of the knowledge coming from the concealed source are named as
manifestation and inspiralion. The revelation of ALLAH was disconnected
after the Prophet (rL-,Jl,._.i.:_ulJlJ). But the manifestation and inspiration
was [eft which is blessed to those followers of the Prophet( pLs s et 1.3}
who, due to theirgood luck, can get the spiritual connection with the Prophet
through some perfect man and might get the wealth of perfect heart.
Because, when the senses of the peaceful and perfect heart are awakened,
the concealed knowledge is unveiled. In “Tafseer Kabeer”, Imam Razi
says; “The door of manifestation is opened on those selected men of Allah
who can get a perfect Sufi (guide) and they must have the true desire,
determination and capability)”. Imam Ghazali says “the door of divination
is opened for the one who will perform Zikar with piety.” The same Imam
narrates the following example; “the water is pouring into a pond with the
help of pipes - This is the overt knowledge - There is a spring in its bottom
from which the water jumps like a fountain - This is the covert knowledge
- This is the knowledge which is termed as inspired knowledge, manifesta-
tion and the hidden knowledge”.
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*Hazrat Ghaus-ul-Azam says in 18th lesson of AL FATAH AL
RUBBANI: “The one whose faith is strengthened and belief is established,
he observes the matters of the dooms day, which God has disclosed to the
vision of his heart - He sees*paradise and heil, - He sees the trumpet and
the Angel, who is deputed on it - He sees ail the things in their realness”.
Hazrat Imam Ghazali writes in “AL-MUNQAZ MIN-AL FALAL", “The
beginnings of the path of Salook is the manifestation and divination till the
pointthat the pupils (Salkeen) observe the souls of prophets and the Angels.
They hear their conversation and benefit from them. The trueness of
manifestation is amplified from this Hadith - “Haris Bin Malik says that |
passed by the Prophet ( plusJlyLs 1t Jo ). He asked: (Oh Haris: How are
you, | replied that | am a real faithful. He said: “Just think that every thing
has its reality, what is the reality of your faith?" Then Haris said: “the
realness of my faith is that my inner side has refrained from the world. | don’t
depend on the creature for the worldly affairs. [ remember my God at night,’
keep fast in the day, - The condition (of manifestation) is as if | see the
ALLAH's Empyrean very clearly - | see the people of paradise meeting each
other and see the people of hell crying” - Then the Prophet (phes s oL= 11 L)
said that he is such a person whose heart has been enlightened by ALLAH)".

Remember that the manifestation is the special award of ALLAH on
his people but its acquisition is not the purpose. The real aim of Sufi and
Salik is to gain self correction, Purification of inner self, character- building
and the attainment of will of God. But sometimes the manifestation and
observation which come across while footing this path, act as a proof and
testimony - and also becomes the cause of increase in faith. But sometimes
it also happens that a Salik (pupit) of higher post may not observe anything
but some new comer may be blessed with the wealth of observation. So
those who do not have manifestation, should believe in their Sufi or they
should accept the conditions explained by their colleagues bilessed with
manifestation. They should not be suspicious that their Sufi says that they
have been enabled to do Maraqba-i-visit of Kaaba and their souls have been
made to reach Kaaba Sharif but they don't see anything. Because in this
path suspicions become hurdies in gaining beneficence. This must be kept
in mind that sometimes some sights are also made visible by the devil in
manifestation. Thereafter, if the sight seen is against the Quran and
Sunnah, itis not true. In order to ascertain the trueness of the manlfestauon
the observer should recite any of the following.

If it is true, it will persist other wise it will vanish.

However, the devil cannol take the shape of the Prophet
( plesdlsle Ul Lo ) Kaaba Sharif, sacred tomb and the Holy Quran.
If the above mentioned things are seen in the manifest or dream, it is
true and is a blessing. Remember that a disbeliever and characterless
person cannot be blessed with manifestation. The sorcerers and
magicians get some cleanliness of the inner side by practicing hunger -
and austerity (magical exercise) with the help of which they get access
to some worldly affairs. Allah’s decision for them is:
(LA TUFATTAHA LAHUM ABWAB-UUS-SAMA; Al-Quran Surah AL-
A'ARAF Verse. 40),
“The gates of the skies are not opened for them,.

The Fagqir's succession (saintly line) is called as “AWAISlYA"
This line has a lot of power in it. Its example is that, the pupil,
luckily, instead of walking on foot or riding a cycle, gets the flight of an
aircraft and for cove'ring'lhe higher stages (steps) he gets facilities of
moving at the speed of a rocket instead of an aircraft - My father had
overtly donated me the link of *QADARIYA AND "QALANDRIYA line.
Moreover my overt guide (Murshid) is Hazrat Maulana ALLAH YAR
KHAN. His line was also Awaisiya. He, after gaining training from his
guide Hazrat Maulana Abdul Rehman (resident of Langar Makndoom)
and by acquiring spiritual beneficence from many a Sufis of purgatory,
got beneficence from the Prophet { pls My ole Ul Lo ). Likewise, after
the death of my guide, | also got the honour of gaining spiritual
beneficence from many a Prophets, SAHABA KARAM and the Saints.
it was bestowed upon me as an alms of the shoes of my Prophet
( pesdhyoledl Lo ). The completion of my spiritual training is just
because of the specific personal attention of the Prophet{ple sy _ls Ul 1),

* Various fines of sufism
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The Awaisiya line means that - As Hazrat Awais Qarni was devoid of
having physical meeting with the Prophet(pbsJ!s-Le U1 L3 but instead,
he gained beneficence from the most powerful spirit of the Prophet
( plestsle il 1s ), likewise the method for gaining the beneficence
from one or more Sufis of purgatory is called as Awaisiya - The chief
of this line is Hazrat Awais Qarni and anyone who will get beneficence
from any Sufi in this way will be attached with this line. Hazrat Shah
Wali Ullah writes on page 21 of HUMAAT, that Amongst the great Sufis
one of the links is also Awaisiya. Many a saints'were related to it and
the chief of their line is Hazrat Awais Qami who got training from
the Prophet( pley LU L. ) because of his internal love with the
Prophet( pl., ), L= i 1. ). He further writes on page 86 of HUMAAT,
“And, though the continuity in this line is just like a patched dress worn
by a saint, but the continuity of acquisition of relation is not attached
to it. This line appears once and then disappears. Then according to
Awaisi method, it appears from the spirit of some one. In fact, this
method is completely Awalsi and the foilowers of this line are the
persons of great honour and dignity amongst the Sufis".

So, according to.the saying of Hazrat imam Ul Hind, it is proved
that the followers of this great line are the men of great honour and
dignity. The same sufi has éxplained the state of his spiritual allegiance
in “"AL_INTIBAH FI SALASAL_I_AULIYA _ALLAH" in these words;
“The Prophet ( ¢lvsJsLeill 1. ) smilingly raised his respected head
from Maraqba and pointed towards me for handshake with his both
sacred hands and for taking oath of allegiance. This Faqir got up and
attached his both kneeswiththe knees ofthe Prophet ( sty ic ) Lo )
and placed both my hands in the sacred hands of the Prophet
(‘.J_.,..J!,._.Ls_UIL,L.) and took oath of allegiance™. Moreaver, he explains
his fink with Awaisi line in “AL_FAUZ_AL_KABEER" in these words:-

“If you ask me truly, then, | am Awaisi in the education of Quran
because | read the Holy Quran from the spirit of the Prophet
( psdlyle i L. ) directly without any media, in the same way as |
gained covert “heneficence”.
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In addition, in “Qaul_ui_Jamil” he writes about his father Hazrat
shah Abdul Rahim; “The wriler's father gained spiritual beneficence
and took oath of allegiance on the Prophet's (alesJs le U Lo ) hands
covertly in the dream and the Prophet ( sy Jlsde il (L. ) educated
him *NAFI_ASBAT. Moreover, he had the honour of getting training
ffrom Hazrat Zikariya as well. He gave him the education of the personal
name (ALLAH) - Moreover, he acquired beneficence from the spirits of
the leaders of Tareeqat; which includes Hazrat Sheikh Abdul Qadir
Jilani, Khawaja Baha_ud_Din Nagashband, Khawaja Moeen_ud_Din
Chistie. He saw them in the dream and got permission from them™.
Hazrat Mujaddad Alaf Sani says about Awaisiya like this, "Makhdoom;
saying Awaisi does naot mean the refusal from the physical Guide.
Because Awaisi is the person in whose training the spiritual people are
involved. Hazrat Khawaja Ahrar inspite of having a physical guide
would call himself Awaisi because he used to get help from Hazrat
Khawaja Nagashband'. About himself he writes; "l am a pupil of ALLAH
and aiso (Object) Murad of ALLAH. My saintly line is directly linked with
ALLAH without any media and my hand is vicegerent of ALLAH's hand
and my relation with the Prophet ( phesJly_Le i L. ) is of manifold.
There are 21 intermediaries in NAQASHBANDIA Line and 25 in
QADARIYA and 27 in CHISTIA and my association with ALLAH does
not accept any intermediary. { am pupil of the Prophet ( plasJls.ote 1} L Yand
also am his follower and guide-mate. Though | am like a parasite on
this meal, but | have not come without invitation. Though | arm from
fhis Ummah but am parinerin the wealth. Though | am Awaisi but l keep
ALLAH as always present with me. Though in the NAQASHBANDIA
line my Guide is Abdul Bagi but the supporter of my training is ALLAH
BAQI (God who is for ever). My training has been carried out with the
bounty of ALLAH. | have been patronized by ALLAH. Because of His
best excellence and modesty (which ALLAH has for me), He (ALLAH)
did not like the interference of any one else in my training or my being
atientive to someone else in this regard. | have been brought up by
ALLAH and | have been chosen by His unlimited excellence and
mercy”.

' One method of performing Zikar

(This is a persian verse which says that nothing is imposible

with Allah).
He further said; “The paths which iead to ALLAH are two:-

(1)  First is that which is related to the nearness of Prophethood.
It takes to the purest and the most real
Those who tread onthis path, in factthey are the prophets, and their
SAHABA and then amongst the rest of the followers anyone can

be granted with this blessing. Although such followers are less
rather they are rare and there is no intermediary in this path.
Anyone who gets beneficence from these realizers, he gets it from
the God without any intermediate link and no one interfers in the
path of the other.

(2) Second is the one which is related to the nearness of sufism.
*AQTAB, *AUTAD and all the Sufis are related to the same line. The
path of Salook is the same as such and it s proved that the
requirement of having intermediaries and the means is necessary for
this line/path",

Hazrat Mujaddad also had the honour to get permission from the
Prophet (plsJske 1 Js) spiritually. See the details in his own words; (As
the tireness of the night was there, | went o sleep. What | saw was, “The
Prophet ( rlﬂ-l',.-h.UlUL. ) has written a permission slip (authority letter);
Just like as the Sufis write the authority letter for their caliphs; and at that
time | feel as if | live with the Prophet ( ) at same place;
and am passing my life as a son with my father. The Prophet
(pl-3Jsle U _L2) and the members of his family are not strangers for me,
and ! have wrapped that paper and have held it in my hand and like the male
family member of the Prophet( oL, )Ll Lo ) | also entered in his
sacred house, and the eldest of the mothers of the Muslims (believers) has
given me orders for doing certain services in the presence of the Prophet
(pbes stz W) L. and said “we were waiting for you - should be done like
this™ and then | got up from the dream”).

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From the ahove mentioned saying of the elders, it is proved that
some of the saints other than their apparent guide had alsc been getling
spiritual beneficence fromthe great Sufis and the Prophet( H—,Jl,__.ls,ul‘_,b).

In Awaisiya line the gaining and execution of beneficence, both are
possible; that is giving beneficence tothe one tower than oneself and getting
beneficence fromthe one higherthan oneself. From beneficence itis meant
that inthe step of Salook (Sufism) the one who is senior to you will take you
alongwith him to higher post, for exampal, if some one is on first empyrean,
he gets hold of him and takes him to the farther empyrean. In other words,
the man of physical world can progress by gaining beneficence from those
Sufis who are in purgatory. Similarly, if someone's own posts are higher, he
can also make some Sufi of purgatory reach at higher posts by paying
attention towards him. If sorneone in purgatory isin trouble, he can be given
comfort. Please consider the saying of Hazrat Mujaddad in this regard:-

“The other submission is that some of the dead people who are in
purgatory, their conditions were alsa shown and the attention was
diverted to remove their troubles and sorrows’.

According to a saying of the Prophet ( play iy le tll Lo ); "The
grave is the garden out of the gardens of paradise or it is a well out of
wells of hell”; So after death, the man is aliotted a house in purgatory
according to the degree of his actions. This house wouid be narrow,
vast or decorated - Someone might have a hut, some might have a
bungalow and someone might have a palace, depending upon the
steps covered (step of Tasawuf and Salook) in the world under the
guidance of some perfect man, his spirit, after reaching grave can fly
to and from that house to that step, for exampal, if before death he had
the blessing of having access to Kaaba Sharif and the sacred tomb,
then, after death also his spirit would be free to go to these sacred
places. If he could not attain this bounty in the world, his spirit would
be deprived of strolling outside his house. This is why the Sufis always
remained inquisitive for getting this bounty from some senior perfect
Sufi and they travelled a lot in this search.

Very often it is asked: “Is it possible to take second oath of
allegiance (with somebody else) afler having taken firstly”? In this
regard, this fact should be kept in mind that the purpose of allegiance
is to gain spiritual knowledge. If one guide has made you to do lataif
or if he cannot get them done or he cannot make you cover the higher
spiritual steps and you come ta know that some other person can make
you cover the higher steps, so if the desire is true, you must take oath
of allegiance atthe second place to get education of the higher grades.
Ifthe desire of getting moreis not there, it is uséless to go to the second
place. The great Sufis had been gaining beneficence from many a
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saints, for example, Hazrat Mujaddad Alaf Sanitook oath of allegiance
on his father’s hand in Chishtia line and got caliphate. After his death,
he took the oath of allegiance on the hands of Hazrat Katheli in
Qadariya line and got caliphate and later on he also took oath of
allegiance on the hands of Hazrat Khawaja Bagqi - Billah and became
caliph. Similarly Hazrat Haji Imdad Ullah Mahajor Makki got caliphate
from Mia Jeyo Shah Noor Muhammad Jahanjhanvi and Hazrat Mujahideen
Naseer-ud-Din Dehlavi. Hazrat Pir Mehr Ali Shah Golarvi took oath of
allegiance on the hands of Syed Fazal Din (his uncle), Hazrat Shams-
ud-Din Sialvi and Hazrat Haji Imdad-Ul-Allah Mahajir Makki and gained
Caliphate. So if the above mentioned Sufis can take oath of allegiance
on the hands of different Sufis for gaining beneficence, then, any other
person shoulid not refrain from doing so.

There are-two famous terms used amongst the Sufis, which are
WAHDAT-UL-WAJOOD and WAHDAT-UL-SHAHOOD. According to the
worldly scholars oneness of ALLAH (monotheism) means that there is no
God except one ALLAH. Neither any body can share Him nor His qualities.
But in the dictionary, the meanings of this word are changed. According to
some of the Sufis the monetheism means that nothing is present in the
World except God or what-so-ever is existing, that all is God. This is called
HAMA AUST. Although this problem is the main topic of Tasawuf, but its
interpretation is so much delicate that even a minor mistake can take you
to disbelief. Therefore any common man should not indulge in it. The first
difference between the Sufis and the scholars is that:-

“Accerding tothe scholars, ALLAH is something quite separate
from universe. But according to Sufi, ALLAH is not separate from
the Universal Chain". All the Sufis agree on this point, but, also
amongst Sufis there lies a difference in the interpretation of this
idea. According to one group, God is the name of an absolute
being and absolute entity. When this entity appears in the shape
of identities and posts, the different types of passibilities take birth.
As the bubble and the wave are two different entities but they are
nolhing except water. The same idea is also explained in
this Perstan verse,
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{In other words the knots which have been madein a thread; though
these are different in appearance from the thread but in fact these are
nothing except the thread. Just the shape is changed).

The other group explains the oneness of God in these words;
“Although the man’s shadow apparently seems 1o be a different thing but
aclually it does not have any enlity. What-so-ever is there, is a man,
Likewise the respected ALLAH is present and all the existing possibilities
and the creatures are all the shadows/images of Him. This is called as
observatory monotheism.

The difference in monotheism of presence and monotheism of
observance is, that according to monatheism of presence any thing can be
called as God just as the bubble and wave can be called as water, but
monotheism of observance does not testify this, because the image of a
man cannot be called as a man.

Fagir (writer) prayed to ALLAH that the reality of these two
ideas may please be revealed tome. Thus inMaragba, it revealed to me that
ALLAH is the creator of all the existing things and every creation is the
reflection of His quality of beging merciful. This relation of mercy between
the Creator and the creaticn.is being reflected from everything in shape of
fight at all times just like the sun-light which is being reflected from the
mirror. Moreover every thing is calling, ALLAH, ALLAH and is lgoking up to
the sky, just as if these are giving testimony of His oneness.

My Hazrat Jee died on 18 Feb 1984 and was buried on 19 Feb,
half an hour before sunset. After putting soil on the grave, all the friends
raised hands for prayer, then, writer presented the *Swab of 10 Lac (one
million) Darood Sharif as gift. Just after his death, the precious present of
this Faqir bore fruit and on 12th day of hisdeath, afterthe “*Maghrab prayer,
during Zikar, Hazrat Jee came into my gathering of Zikar alongwith another
Sufi. He was introduced to me with these words; "He is your Baba Jee of
Chakwal, named Hazrat Sheikh Haji Ahmed”. According to family tradition
and my own vision, | knew that Baba Jee was a great personality. Seven
hand written Quran by him are a great heritage for our family. But | did not
know that he would be holding such high spiritual post. Hazrat Jee said;

After reading my states and my above mentioned inspirations, some

one might say - that this man is making certain very high claims and he has
opened up with a cheap way of forgiveness. To answer such an individual,
I would quote the Hadith of the Prophet ( pleyJlyLe 1 Lo Ywhich

with great responsibility. In factthese are the things which perhapswill alarm
the world. Bui ALLAH is witness to the fact that | have written this complete
book by sitting in ALLAH's house (Mosque). No pride of mine is included
init. In fact, had | not been ordered from the sacred court, | would not have
dared to pen it down. In order 1o avoid any conflict, | had written few things
in a covert way but subsequently lwas ordered to write them clearly/openly
and even the sentences were maodified. Now for the satisfaction_bf the
reader, my humble submission is that Maghfarat (forgiveness) is an
important branch of Sufism. Allah may bless anyone He likes, with this
blessing and may make him means of forgiveness for any one out of His
creature as by giving the message of the Prophet ( rL..,.-J!,._.J.sJJIUJ.- )to
Hazrat Awais Qarni, he was asked to pray for forgiveness of the Ummah.
Additional two examples may be seen as follows. Cn page 70 of ANFAS-
UL-ARIFEEN Hazrat Shah Wali Ullah writes about his father Hazrat Shah
Abdul Raheem: “He said that ance at the time of Asar Prayer, it was put inlo
my heart that who-so-ever will offer his prayer in your ledership today, will
be forgiven. Amongst the pe_ople-aVaiIabIe, there was one man aboutwhom
my heart would witness that he was not the one who could be forgiven. Once
*'"Takbeer” was said, by chance, he lost his ablution. Once he returned, we
had completed the prayer. Meanwhile another stranger came and joined
the prayer”.

The story of famous “Bahishti Darwaza" {(Gate of Paradise) of HAzrat
Farid-ud-Din Ganj Shakar, is narrated in “ANWAR_UL_ASFIA™ in these
words, "It is said that one day, during the time when Hazrat Nazam-ud Din
Auliya got the tomb constructed, while he was standing near the southern
gate, suddenly announced: “The Prophet (L3 Js~Letfl t.) came and said,
"Anyone who wiii enter this door, will be forgiven™. After this incident, only
‘the master door is opened for the visitors. The southern gate which was
named as “Bahashti Darwaza" (Paradise gate) was closed. It is only opened
atthe time of his anniversary, that is on 5th of Muharram in the evening and

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the people pass through it. | inquired about this incident from the Prophet
(plos 1y Le W1 L) spiritually. He replied in affirmative. in other words he
verified it. | requested; “QOh Prophet (wsJisL= 1 L) of Allah such people
also partictpate in the anniversary, who do not abide by the Islamic rules”.

The Praphet ( ‘.L-,Jl,._.Lc.UIJL. } said; “such people are blessed with
true renunciation and *Kalma at the time of death, due to the bounty of the

prayer of the one lying in the tomb”,

In the end, the pupils are advised that they must abide by the
following three conditions which are very necessary for gaining benefi-
cence:- '

a.  Firm belief and devotion (AQEEDAT).
b. Respect (ADAB)
C. Obedience (ATA'AT)

If any of the three wires mentioned above is loosened, the wave
of beneficence is disrupted.

First-Firm Belief It is the befief of the fact that my “Guide is perfect”.

Secondly The apparent respect and honour ofthe Guide (Sheikh) is also
mandatory. If the respect of the teacher of the worldly knowledge is
lessened in the heart of a students or if in his absence, students may be
talking against him, still, whenever he will teach the class, all students will
be benefited equally including obedient and the rude. But in case of spiritual
education, even if a very minor disrespect or bad feeling about his teacher
takes birth in the hearts of the pupil, the wires of the beneficence are

automatically disconnected.
Thirdly The order of the Guide must be obeyed; for exampte, if Guide

(Sheikh) thinks to teach the next lesson to any of his pupils, thus he calls him
but the pupil does not find time out of hisworldly routine and he does nottum
up. This, in fact, is the refusal of the blessing. it is possible that his such
careless attitude may become hindrance in gaining beneficence.

Had the special excellence of ALLAH and the special
attention, care and mercy of the Prophet( ples s oLe 1 ) not been with
me, | would not have been successful. It will not be out of place to discuss
two of these steps/examinationg,

Firstly One day when  was present before Hazrat Sheikh Abdul Qadir
Jilani, he said; “Son come, let us go to Hazrat Junaid Baghdadi”. Once we
reached there, he pointed towards two baskets lying in front of him and said;
“Pick any one of these". One of these was full of fresh flowers and the other
was full of thorns. | said, without hesitation; “Hazrat please give me the
basket full of thorns”. He replied; “Look™ you will have to bear the prick of
each thomn”. | said; “with the grace of God, | will bear it.” Then he said; “You
are being called by Khawaja Hassan Basri". | reached in his services
carrying the basket of thorns. He was holding the Holy Quran in his hand.
As | stepped forward for kissing his hand, he embraced me, kissed me on
my forehead and made me sit besides him.

He donated Holy Quran to me. He pointed at the basket and asked,
“These are very beautiful flowers. Where from you have taken? | humbly
replied; “Hazrat, this is full of thomns. Hazrat Junaid Baghdadi has blessed
me with it". He said- “These haye been converied into flowers”. Once | saw,
it was realy full of very fresh blossoming flowers. He further said; “It was a
very difficult examination for you.

Since the prophet gl sJls L= Ul 1)
deputed me on new assignment, |, during Maraqba of sacred tomb and of
the higher places, had many a times requested prophet (phestly e 41 L)
to pray for the forgiveness of the Muslim Ummah, for implementation of
Istam and for rein of slam. Few days after the above mentioned incident,
as usual, while performing Zikar at dawn, as | reached sacred court during
the Maragba of sacred tomb, | found honorable'caliphs, Hazrat Imam
Hassan, Hazrat Imam Hussain, the respected prophets and other great
Sufis present there, The Faqir (Writer) was humbly sitting on ground in front
of the Prophet ( d-sHsLe 0 L) 2t some distance and was presenting the
gift of Darood Sharif. Suddenly the Praphet (¢bests_Le Ul L) said; “Son
Kamal, pray for the forgiveness of the Muslim Ummah”. | was rather taken
aback; Many ideas came to my mind in a moment. But | soon recovered,
got up and requested while sitting right il the feel of the Prophet
(rL,,.J!,__J.c.UlJL.); "Qh; Prophet(rl_,Jl,.,lé.UlUL.) please bless me with
your sacred shoes”. The audience seemed to have been surprised on this
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very strange request of mine. The Prophet ( ployJlyde W o) asked me
with affcetion; “Son; what will you do of my shoes”. | said; “l will use them
as a means for the prayer”. Just after littie interval, he blessed me with his
shoes. | kissed both the sacred shoes, joined them together, placed these
on my head and raised my hands to the ALLAH for prayer.

Inthe path of Tasawuf and Salook, the “"RIZAQ-1-HILAL" is a must for
the Sufi and the Salik (This is the eaming which is earned by fair means,
remaining within limits specified by ALLAH). In this regard, the narration of
this incident will not be out of place.
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“Sarfraz is an employee in my hostel. ALLAH has blessed him
with the specia!l award of manifestation. His village is about 10
kilometers away from here. One day he came on duty and said fo me
"Please biow over me". | asked; “what has happened”. He said;
“yesterday, when [ was on the way to my village, Baba Sharif (Name)
plucked some ear of millet (a small seed of grasslike piant used as
food) from nearby field.

| asked him; Do you have some sketch of that old man in your
mind”. He said; “Yes sir". | told him; “He was Hazral Khizar ; would you
like to see him". He just got surprised. | said; “Close your eyes and see
the same dream. Now you will see the same saint”. He closed his eyes
and said; “i am seeing the same dream. The saint is available. He is
placing dates in the cap”. | said "Now; open your eyes”.

When [ was appointed on the duty of carrying out preaching/advice,

But ALLAH had destined sornething else. Ashfaq, the stucent of my
class, had the honour to be third man in the list to take oath of &/legiance.
He could not come to college, few days after taking oath of zlegiance,
therefore he could not see me. One day he came just after Fajar prayer. |
asked him the reason of coming so early, against his routine. He said:-

"Yesterday | dreamed that you ¢came to cur house. you
woke me up and advised me to offer Tahajjad prayer (prayer in
night).

Once | checked, it was the same
time as that of yesterday. I just got up and prayed Tahajjzd
prayer. | kept an performing Zikar and went to the mosquz and
offered my prayer. My heari is filled with feelings of joy by these
dreams. With the excellence and mercy of ALLAH, | have been
blessed with such sacred visits. Therefore I have come {3 convey
my feelings”.

I said; “Ashfaq: these are very high places. | had a mind to taach you
about these lessons after three years. However, ALLAH's will is scmething
else. Let us go to the mosque”. We came to the mosgue from ths room. |
made him perform Zikar on all the Lataif for five minutes and sa'd to him,
“Ashfaqg; now we are starting with our spiritual journey, be ready. Move
to the post of AHDIYAT". | asked; "Are you feeling some thing".

After showing him these
places I brought him back to Kaaba Shrif. It just came to my mind, had he
decorated his face with beard, | would have taken him to the Sacred Tomb.
Meanwhile | heard the voice of the Prophet { plesJty-Le 8! L. }; “Son; bring
him along by converting him into a child”.

Now this was a very strange form of *Tasarruf. Neither | had read any
such incident nor had heard of it. | was in a little hesitation. Then the voice
came; “Son: You are getting it rightly.

So | also went to kiss his hands. A pitcher of water was lying near
him. As|reached near him, he filled a bow! of water from the
pitcher and handed over to me. But instead of holding the bowt, it
just came out of my mouth that, it is less and then | woke up™.

Faqir (1) immediately contacted Hazrat Khizar and asked;
“Hazrat had this man realy seen you in the dream”? He said; "He
is telling the truth”. | requested; "Hazrat he has come to see some
miracle of mine”. He said; "You shaw him, t will be there”.

EPILOGUE

| am questioned about the sect to which | belong. That is, whether |
am from Brailvi sect or | follow Deo-Bandis?

Therefore, please leave
these different branches and adopt the Main Rule. instead of criticising
the people, you should encourage them, Atthis time, the un_lslamic forces
of the world are united against Islam.So the need of the time is that we
should forget about internal sectarian rifts and we should stop blaming each
other with the allegation of Kufer (disbelief), Shirk and Bidaat. instéad, we
should all unite against these satanic forces and should bind ourselves
with the rope of unity.

| feel this book will he incomplete if | don't mention about Hazrat
Muhammad Aun Qutub Shah. He was a pupil and caliph of the Sufi of the
time, the Sufiofthe Sufis, Hazrat Sayed Abdul QadirJilani. He was a perfect
man, a great soidier and my fore father. He was appointed on the spiritual
post of Qutub frshad.

Hazrat Ali (RZ } had nine wives who gave birth to 18 sons. Only five
ofthese sons, i.e HazratImam Hassan, Hazrat fmam Hussain, Hazrat Imam
Muhammad Bin Hanifa, Hazrat Umer and Hazrat Abbas had the children.
Hazrat Aun Qutub Shah was born in the 12th generation of Hazrat Imam
Muhammad Bin Hanifa................ This respected Sufi was residing in
Baghdad and was a friend, age feltow, pupil and caliph of Hazrat Sheikh
Abdul Qadir Jilani........ After being blessed with caliphate, he was assigned
a special mission of preaching Islam in the Northern India. The defermina-
tion, courage, bravery shown by himn in spreading Qadiriya line, is unprec-
edented.

He was born in 1465G and died in 1561G. Qut of the Sufis who were
preaching islam in the subcontinent he had the discriminatory pride of
being a great soldier (man of sword) as well. Just after taking aver the duties
of preaching, Hazrat Sheikh Abdui Qadir Jilani prepared his first few pupils
for preaching Islam and he was amongst them. He also had the special
distinction aver his colleagues that he not only carried out preaching and
advice orally but alsa lead war against the non-believers. He got the area
of (Kohistan Salt's) Kalabagh to Soan valiey, Skaser, vast area of Damhar
including Tala (Talha) Gang and Chakwal, freed from the Hindu Rajas and
afler settling his family over here permananily, he continued the mission of
preaching Islam on permanant basis. He made special arrangements for
Hafiz-i-Quran (to learn Quran by hean) and established schools at many
places. Because of this relation, this area is still named as Awan Qari. The
area of Tala (Talha) Gang was having a central position. Because of which
it used to be called as "AWAN MEHAL" tilithe reign of Akbar. Lacs (hundred
thousands) of people accepted Islam on his invitation. From the point of
view of his time period, he is senior to Hazrat Baha-ud-Din Zikariya Multani
and Hazrat Moeen-ud-Din Chisti. {These two Sufis also came in subconti-
nent for preaching but they came after him).
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Hazrat Sheikh Abdul Qadir Jitani and Hazrat Aun were married to two
sisters sothey were e~ch ather's brother-in-law. Fromthis wife, he hadthree
sons: Hazrat Abdullah (Surname_Gohra), Hazrat Muhammad (Surname
Kundlan) and Moazaz-ud-Din. They also pacticipated in Jehad. One of the
Hindu Raja over here accepted Islam on his hands and also arranged
marriage of his daughter with Hazrat Aun. From this wife he was blessed
with six sons: Mahmood Mujammat Ali, Ameer, Jehan Shah, Bakhtiar, and
Zaman Ali. From the offspring of these sons the Clan of Awan Qutub Shahi
came into being and spread over different parts of India. He keft on
preaching in this area for forty years. During which he, many a times, paid
visit to his guide and gained his bounties, excellence, advices and instruc-
tions. But during the last years of his age, he handed over his mission to his
sons and went to Baghdad Sharif permanently. Where, he died after few
years. Both the families were joined when son of Hazrat Sheikh Abdul Qadir
Jilani, Hazrat Abdul Razaq, arranged mamiage of his daughter with Hazrat
Muhammad Kundian (Sur-name Kahot) $/0 Hazrat Muhammad Aun Qutub
Shah. The famous branch Kahot of Awan Clan is from him. He built his
house on a hillock one mile east of Tala (Talha) Gang, which is.even now
named as Nikka Kahot. My granu father, Haji Sheikh Ahmed, is from his
generation. From whom | got spiritual heritage according to Awaisi method.
This warrior clan of Hazrat Aun Qutub Shah has been receiving the
complements of bravery by parlicipating in the battles between right and
wrong during th2 rule of Ghaznavi dynasty, dynasty of Ghulaman and the
dynasty of Tughlaq. Chander Barda, the poet of Raja Pirthvi Raj's Court,
expresses the conditions of his Raja’s defeat in his verses in this way:-

Ghanim Shahab-ud-Din ran over Raja and the soldiers named-
Moaiz-ud-Din, Mahmood, Golra Kundlan and Bukhtiar came. A
furous fight took place and the Muslims won the rule and then the
Muslims snatched the rule from the Muslims of Lahore. Half of the
soldiers went back in the same year and half of them stayed back.
Many a Sufis of Islam also came during this period and many a
people left the old religion.

In the history Book - Makhzan-i-Hind, written by Munshi Hano
Man Parshad, on page 123, it has been writien fike this:-

"Goyand Ka Mir Qutub Shakhsa Az Bughdad Ba-Hind Aamad, Seh Zanan
Hind Dar Aqad Awarda Bodand Daz Aeeshan Nasal Basiar Shud."
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(Transiation:- A man named Mir Qutub came to Hind from
Baghdad. He married three ladies of Hind and his clan spread).
The heritage holders of Hazrat Ali were usuaily known as Sadaat Alvi. Later
on the word of Sadaat was fixed for the children of Hazrat imam Hassan and
Hazrat imam Hussain and rest of the children of Hazrat Ali, apart from
calling themselves as “syed” also became famous as sheikh, Meer,
Hashmi,Quresh, Awan, Malik and Kahot. A Sufi Nawab Ali of Kahot
Qureshi, which is a branch of Awan clan, went to Delhi in 13589, during the
rule of Feroze Tughlag. In the way, he defeated Raja Saees Pali who was
the ruler of Sialkot. Because of this, king gave him the rule of Dhani Area.
He selected his residence near the present village Darya Mal eight miles
north of Chakwal city and kept en sending the tax to the Kings of Delhi by
collectina it from the people. The following verse of those who write family
histories is quoted:-

Kahot charhia Dehlion Sat Sar Nagaray 4..‘;55»;/U£'J‘:J}‘;.’.arf/
Char Hazar Bhara Tay Kameen Saray .«..;VJ{E_',A” P

(Kahat ran over the area from Dehli and ruled alongwith his four
thousand brothers and servants)

As a testimony of the first arrival of Kahot Clan, {following
verse of the poets is quoled;

Kahot Potray Abu Talib Day Awal Awal Aai. i iy _Jbsie Syl

(Kahot, the grand son of Abu Talib, came in the very beginning).

The lamp of Tasawuf and Tareeqat which was lightened by Hazrat
Aun Qutub Shah, was kepl as such by his offspring even during the worldy
storms. In this regard, the names of Hazrat Sultan Bahoo, Hazrat Hafiz
Rahmat Ullah, Hazrat Sultan lbrahim Sarri Wala, Hafiz Muhammad Azeem
Awaisi, Hafiz Muhammad Jamal Multani, Hazrat Shamas-ud-Din Sialvi,
Khawaja Muhammad Abdul Rehman Haripur, Hazrat Hafiz Fateh Noar,
Hazrat Sheikh Haji Ahmed and the Great Sufi of the world Hazrat Allah Yar
Khan, are worth mentioning.
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Hazrat Imam Hussain and Hazrat Sheikh Abdul Qadir Jdilani used to
shower their kindness on-me. Whenever ! concluded any task in case of
Jinnnns or in case of any spiritual deed of mine, both of these used to
appreciate me in a way which would be different from others. In the
beginning, on one of such occasions, he. embraced me, kissed my fore-head
and said:-

“My blood is circulating in your veins. Your success is my success”.

Once | inquired from Hazrat Baba Jee, Sheikh Haji Ahmed, he told
me about the blood relation with Hazrat Abdul Razagwhich has been further
testified by professor Anwar Beg Awan's Book, "Dhani Adab-o-Saqafat”,
While carrying out research on Awan Clan "he writes:-

“The first wife, who was sister of Hazrat Ghaus-ul-Azam, gave birth to two
sons, named Abduliah Golra (471 - 600 Hijri) and Muhammad Kund Lan
(475 - 616 Hijri)".

Moreover, the further testimony of this was done by Hazrat Sheikh Abdul
Qadir Jilani and Hazrat Aun Qutub Shah-in manifestation.
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FAMILY BACK GROUND

From my father's side, | betong to the family of Bhatti Rajput. Fiftean
generaticns ago. a Sufi, named Hazrat Sharaf_ud_Din, migrated from Pindi
Bhattian and got settled in the village, Penwal, two miles in the East of
Chakwal.

With the uniimited excelence of ALLAH and with the
infinte mercy of the Prophet { s U1t ), this book Hal-i-Safar,
(Description of the journey) came to an end teday on 21-7-1407 Hijri (23-
3-1987) on Sunday at 4’0 Ciock in the afternoon. The book has the honour
of the un-diminishing excelence of passing through the sights of the
Prophet (pesJls-Lle U L= ) and has his approval.

LATAIF

Hazrat Shah Wali-Ullah writes about the Lataif on page 99 of his
book "Al-Qaul-Ul-Jamil” in this way:-

“Be it known that Allah has created six Lataif in the man.
Which are seperate from each other in respect of their exist
ance. Moreover, | heard from my father that some Lataif are
hidden in the others and he would verify his statement with this
Hadith which is quite famous amongst Sufis".

“There is a piece of meat in the human body, which contains
Fawad in it. FAWAD has Qalab - and the Qalab contains the
Rooh. Rooh has Sirr, Sirr has Khaffi - Khaffi has Akhfa and in
Akhfa, there is a Nafas".

The basic aim of Hazrat Mujadad is that every Latifaout of these, has
aspecial link and connection with certain parts of the body. Therefore, the
Qalib is at the distance of two fingers from the left nipple and the Rooh is
linked with the place two fingres below the right nipple opposite to the Latifa
Qualab - Sirri is above left nipple and khafii is above right nipple and Akhfa
is placed in the centre. Nafas is on the forehead and “Sultan-Ul-Azkar”
is the whole body. '

According to Hazrat Haji Imdad Ullah Makki “Six places in the
human body are full of light and they are called as Lataif".

According to Hazrat Sulatn Bahoo:-
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Sirri, Qalbi,; Roohi, Sorri, Akhfa, Khaffi Kamawan Hgo
Main Qurban Tenha Toun Bahoo,Jehrai Akas Nigah Jagawan Hoo

Although the Sufis have little difference with regards to the places
and the colours of the lights, which is because of the fact that these
L ataif are joined together fike mirrors. Therefore, at times, the lights of
these are reflected on each other in such a way that it bacomes difficult
to distinguish between lights of different Lataif. But according to.the

research of Fagir Kamal :-

Colour of  1st Latifa is red.
" 2nd Latifa is White,
" 3rd Latifa is Black
" 4th Latifa is Blue
" 5th Latifa is Green

In the 6th and 7th Lataif, there is a mixture of ail the colours.

The places of Lataif will be clear from the following chart:-

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The beneficence of 1st Latifa is related with Hazrat Adam and its
lights and bounties come from the 1st sky.

2nd is related to Hazrat Nooh, Hazrat ibrahim and the 2nd ‘sky
3rd is related to Hazrat Musa and 3rd sky,

4th is related to Hazrat isa and 4th sky,

5th is related to the Prophet (  (yJlyol= U1 Lo ) and the fifth sky,

With the beginning of 6th and 7th Lataif, the lights and bounties
descend from the 6th and 7th sky.

While performing Zikar on these Lataif, sometimes, the people
blessed with manifestation, can be blessed with the sight of conceming
prophet and the sky, Baitul Uzah, Bait-ul-Mamaoor, and Sidra-tul-Muntaha.

The procedure of Zikar is:-

Sit facing towards Kaaba Sharif, close your eyes, and sit comfort
ably to absorb yourself in the Zikar by neglecting the surroundings
Sit in the dark or lesser light, recite the following:-

After 7th
Latifa, come back to 1st Latifa and on-every Latifa at ieast one minute should
be spent
